	Biography

John J. Noble spent 35 years in the Canadian Foreign Service including stints as Ambassador to Greece, Minister to France and concurrently Consul General to Monaco, Ambassador to Switzerland and Liechtenstein, and concurrently Permanent Observer of Canada to the Council of Europe in Strasbourg, France. He also served abroad in Senegal, Turkey, England and Geneva (UN/GATT).  His Ottawa assignments included: Special Advisor Nuclear Safeguards; Deputy Director of the Commercial and Commodity Policy Division; Departmental and Ministerial Spokesman and Director of the Press Office; Director General of:  the United States Bureau; the International Security and Arms Control Bureau; and the International Organizations Bureau. He served as the External Affairs member of the Canada/US Permanent Joint Board of Defence and headed the Canadian delegation to the Open Skies Conferences in Ottawa and Budapest in 1990, and chaired the NATO caucus at those conferences as well as one of the two negotiating committees. He headed the Canadian delegation to renegotiate the Great Lakes Water Quality Agreement in 1987 and to negotiate the establishment of the Porcupine Caribou Management Board in 1987. His Canada/US experience also included participation in the quarterly meetings between the US Secretary of State and the Canadian Foreign Minister in the period 1982-91 and preparations of the annual summits between the Prime Minister and the President in the period 1984-88 and the decisions to test the Air Launched Cruise Missile in 1983 and the Advanced (Stealth) Cruise Missile in 1991.

Educated at Acadia University, he is a Fellow of the Weatherhead Center for International Affairs at Harvard University, a Senior Distinguished Fellow at the Norman Paterson School of International Affairs at Carleton University and Senior Associate at the Centre for Trade Policy and Law at Carleton.  After retiring from Foreign Affairs in 2001, he was named a Fulbright Scholar at Michigan State University in the fall of 2002, where he worked on the next steps in Canada/US economic relations.  From 2003 to 2005 he served as Director of Research at the Centre for Trade Policy and Law (CTPL) at Carleton.  He has written extensively on Canada/US relations, and Canadian foreign policy and  is a regular contributor to Policy Options. In 2008 he contributed chapters to Canada Among Nations 2007 "PMO/PCO/DFAIT: Serving the Prime Minister's Foreign Policy Agenda" and  to Immigration Policy and the Terrorist Threat "A Secure Border? The Canadian View". He sits on the Executive Board of the Conference of Defence Associations Institute. He teaches  young diplomats at the Canadian Foreign Service Institute in Gatineau. From 2007 to 2009 he served as Chief Federal Negotiator for a comprehensive treaty with the 'Namgis First Nation in Alert Bay, B.C. and Chief Federal Negotiator for a comprehensive treaty with the Winalagalis Treaty Group comprising four First Nations in and around Port Hardy, B.C. He also served as Minister's Special Representative in the Denesuline North of 60̊ out of court negotiations.
