CRA-W CANADIAN DISTRIBUTED MENTOR PROJECT

The Distributed Mentor Project (www.cra.org/Activities/craw/dmp), sponsored by the CRA-W, the Computing Research Association Committee on the Status of Women in Computing Research (www.cra.org/Activities/craw), is a highly successful program that has existed in the United States since 1994. This year, CRA-W is introducing a Canadian version of the program.

The goal of both programs is to increase the number of women entering graduate schools in the fields of computer science and computer engineering. The project brings together female computer science and computer engineering undergraduates and female professors for a summer of research and mentoring at the professor's home university.

The CRA-W Canadian Distributed Mentor Project will award $5000 per student ($4000 + travel assistance) to supplement NSERC Undergraduate Student Research Awards. Only female undergraduates who will be supervised by female professors are eligible. In addition, supervisors will receive up to $1000 to offset research and mentoring costs, as funds permit.

A small number of awards will be granted this year with funding provided by USENIX. We hope to increase this number in future.

We welcome applications from female students and professors who have already selected a project to work on together and from individual students and professors seeking a match.

STUDENTS

Submit a copy of your transcript along with NSERC Form 202 Part I: Personal Data.

Students seeking a match must also submit a brief statement (approximately 500 words) describing their main areas of interest in computer science and computer engineering and any specific skills they may have (for example, previous research experience, programming language proficiency, familiarity with operating systems, hardware design and software development experience, and work experience). Please specify whether you can work in an English or French environment, or both.

Applicants must be Canadian citizens or permanent residents of Canada and currently registered in a bachelors degree program in computer science, computer engineering, or a related field (e.g. mathematics or electrical engineering).

PROFESSORS

Submit a copy of your résumé (or NSERC Form 100 Personal Data Form) along with NSERC Form 202 Part II: Proposed Location of Tenure and Research Project. Form 202 should include a brief description of the proposed research project and an outline of what the student will be expected do.

Professors seeking a match should also indicate the basic skills required of the student (for example, requisite course background or programming language proficiency).

Mentors must be assistant, associate, or full time professors of computer science or computer engineering at a Canadian university. They must hold an active NSERC research grant (e.g., research, strategic, research partnerships) and operate an active research program into which students may be integrated.
